On Saturday 28th April 2012, Dr. Irena Sailer will open with a plenary lecture on the rigours that dental materials have to endure - "New Restorative Materials - Adverse Reactions and Microbial Responses". As assistant professor and senior lecturer at the University of Zurich, Dr Sailer is an expert in comprehensive reconstructive dentistry including implants. Clinical trials under her guidance include all-ceramic tooth- and implant-borne reconstructions, application of all-ceramic materials and new fabrication technologies. 
 
Dr. Lyndon Cooper will then present a case study on "Single Tooth Implants". Dr. Cooper is Stallings Distinguished Professor of Dentistry of the Department of Prosthodontics at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill. Currently chairperson and acting director of graduate prosthodontics, he is the director of the bone biology and implant therapy laboratory.  Dr. Cooper’s research focuses on bone biology, adult stem cell bone regeneration and clinical evaluation of dental implant therapies.

Specialist interests of Dr. Jukka Matinlinna, Associate Professor in Dental Materials Science, Faculty of Dentistry at The University of Hong Kong, include experimental dental biomaterials in prosthetic and implant dentistry and adhesion promotion.  He will present the lecture under the ceramics umbrella "High-strength Aesthetic Ceramics’" and then chair the interesting and relevant debate "Composite vs. Ceramic"  which follows on directly from lectures on both types of material. After lunch, Dr. Matinlinna will continue with a presentation on the current issue "All-ceramic Systems - Preparation, Impression and Temporisation".
